e Unless you have siblings taking part in consecutive sessions in the morning, please leave the
school premises as soon as your child’s session has ended.

e There will be no races for parents or younger siblings,

e Younger siblings must not touch any school equipment or use the outdoor gym equipment.

These arrangements are all subject to change and we will notify you as soon as possible if this is
necessary.
